PRAYER FOR THE WORD OF GOD TO SPREAD

Neuman say, “Every Christian is a missionary: either a go-missionary, a co-missionary, or an o-missionary.” 

Whatever you do, don’t be an “o-missionary.” If God isn’t calling you to go, He is calling you to pray for 

those who do. Doors for preaching the Gospel will open in answer to your prayers.
